I. CALL TO ORDER
A. Chairman Markel called the hearing to order at 7:02 p.m.  Markel stated that the purpose of this hearing is to consider a request from UPMC Pinnacle to amend the text of the West Manchester Township Zoning Ordinance.  Specifically to amend the landscaping and screening requirements in the Mixed-Use zoning district.

Stacey MacNeal stated this request is to allow internal landscaping to be placed on the perimeter of the property.  She gave the following reasons for the request:  
· Easier to plow snow

· Better security measures

· Ease of access

· Uniformity



It was noted that the York County Planning Commission did not approve this request, but the Township Planning Commission did approve the request.
Manager Kelch noted the applicant will not be eliminating trees, just relocating.  He also noted that the reason Dawood Engineering is in attendance on behalf of the request is because their firm had a pre-existing relationship with the applicant so the township allowed them to represent the applicant. Staff recommended approval of this request provided that it would not have an adverse impact on the stormwater management for the site.  The acting Township Engineer, Warehaus, verified that stormwater management  would not be adversely impacted by the waiver.
