Since March 20, 2025, WMTPD Criminal Investigations has taken on 8 new case
assignments: 4 ChildLine Referral cases for alleged sexual assaults with child victims, 2
additional sexual assault investigations with adult victims, a card skimmer placed on an ATM
inside a Rutter’s convenience store, and an ongoing family/estate dispute.

During the same time frame, our office has formally closed out 1 case: an investigation
into the possession/distributions of child pornography that originated in December of last year.

It is worth noting that the above has been taken on and handled while CI has been down
one detective for the last 9 weeks.
