For the month of August, the officers handled 459 incidents as well as 60 vehicle
crashes. Officers conducted over 481 traffic stops and issued 178 traffic citations. The
department made 9 felony arrests, 32 misdemeanor arrests, 22 summary non-traffic
arrests and 5 juvenile petitions were filed.

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CI Division Report for September 2024 Board Meeting

8/14/2024 through 9/19/2024

Since August 14, 2024, WMTPD Criminal Investigations has taken on 15 new case
assignments: 2 PICS cases, 2 forgery cases for the deposit of counterfeit checks (one of which
involves the US Treasury), 3 fraud/access device fraud investigations, 4 ChildLine referral cases
for alleged sexual or physical abuse of children, 2 “Cyber Tip” generated investigations into the
alleged possession/sharing of images of child pornography (actually 4 tips merged into 2
investigations due to common offender addresses), a hit and run (aggravated assault by vehicle)
crash leading to serious injuries/near fatality, and a kidnapping & statutory sexual assault case.

During the same time frame, our office has formally closed out 10 investigations: the 2
PICS cases listed above, 5 investigations into physical/sexual abuse of children or general child
endangerment, 2 convenience store/gas station robberies from December 2021 and January 2022,
and one of the forgery (counterfeit check) cases listed above.

Additionally, detectives completed a background investigation into a potential candidate
for the position of police officer.
